The Auto Racing Hall of Fame was established to perpetuate the names and memories of prominent person-
alities for their outstanding contributions to the sport of racing and to the development of the entire auto-
motive industry. 

The Museum’s collection encompasses race cars from many series: IndyCar, NASCAR, Formula One, Sprint, 
Midget, motorcycle races, and drag racing. It also includes a variety of passenger automobiles, many of which 
were manufactured in Indiana by companies that once had ties to racing. These include spectacular examples 
of Duesenberg, Marmon, and Stutz marques, as well as Ferrari, Mercedes, and a variety of other European pas-
senger car makers. The collection encompasses motorcycles, dragsters, cars and other vehicles that have set 
world land speed records at various points in history.
